Then,
when an adopter
decided to take him
along with another,
younger greyhound,
we were so happy!
Ivan left with his new
family and we
began to focus our
efforts on other
dogs. Imagine our
disappointment when we got the news he was
being returned. It wasn't his fault - the family just
didn’t have the resources to care for two dogs.
Their intentions were good, but the reality was
much harder than they thought.

Ivan did just fine fitting back into kennel life. Fre-
guent trips to a household nearby and lots of staff
attention made the transition easier for him. Ilvan is
now eight years old - too old for many people to
consider adopting. In addition, he has begun to
limp. After a visit to the vet, we found out his liga-
ment is torn and needs major surgery - more than
$800! Because Fast Friends is a small nonprofit -
receiving no support from state or federal sources,
a vet bill like this can be devastating.
